Registr ation Packet 
 
The Ferry Beach Retreat Committee is happy you are considering attending this yearÕs retreat and we look 
forward to welcoming you to ÒThe BeachÓ in May!  We have prepared this registration packet so you will have 
the information needed to register and prepare for this yearÕs retreat.  Please read the entire packet.  We hope 
it will answer most of your questions, though we encourage you to speak with a committee member if you have 
questions we have not covered.  If you are new to the Ferry Beach Retreat, you may also want to pick up the 
ÒFAQÓ sheet available at coffee hour with information for newcomers. 
 
Some important notes: 

¥ The Ferry Beach Retreat is a RAIN or  SHINE EVENT, and NO REFUNDS will be given due to weather conditions.  By 
the time we know what the weather is going to be like, food has been ordered and contracts have been signed.  Even in years 
when the weather has not been good, weÕve had a great time! 

 
¥ The fee for those in onsite rooms is $120 for adults and $50 for children ages 6 to 12, or $360 maximum for families.  

Campsites are available for $50 for the weekend, plus $50 for adults and $30 for children for meals.  For those arranging their 
own offsite accommodations, the meal fees are the same as for campers.  The registration fee includes three nights and eight 
meals!  Sorry, we cannot prorate fees if you plan to attend only part of the weekend.  Some f inancial assistance is available--
just speak with one of the ministers. 

 
¥ The deadline for  ALL registrations, including campers and those staying offsite, is Sunday, May 4, and all registrations 

received by then will have an equal chance.  Concord is limited to approximately 75 bed spaces, plus campsites, with an 
overall cap of 250 people for Concord and Lexington combined.  A drawing will be held to determine who will have in-house 
rooms at Ferry Beach, if more than 75 request beds.  Those who are not drawn can either camp or stay in a local motel or 
other rental.  If we go over the overall cap for participants, we will also have a lottery for being able to attend.  If  we have to 
turn anyone away (from beds or participation), they will have Òfirst dibsÓ in next yearÕs drawing.  You will be called by 
Wednesday, May 7,  if we have needed a lottery and you are on the wait ing list for  either  beds or  space overall.  I f you 
are not called, you may assume that you ÒwonÓ in the lottery. 

 
¥ Due to the large numbers of First Parish people who want to attend, we have to limit invited friends to those who are also 

parishioners.  First Parish youth may attend without their parents, but must have an adult sponsor and submit all required 
forms (elsewhere in packet).   

 
¥ Details of the weekend and maps will be sent via e-mail in mid-May to those who have registered. 

 
¥ If you are going to arrive after 8:00pm on Friday, you MUST let us know ahead of time, or on Friday, call Darien Smith 

(978-337-8747) or Marianne Boswell (781-254-6002).  If we do not hear from you, we reserve the right to give away your 
room to campers.  

 
Please read all the attached materials regarding the Ferry Beach Community, Youth, Ferry Beach Rules, Medical Info required for all 
minors, Crew Sign-ups, and the Registration Form.

 ÒIt Takes a VillageÉ. Ó  -  Some Important Notes Regarding the Fer ry Beach Community 
 
 
In response to some ongoing concerns, and in order to make the Ferry Beach weekend as pleasant and safe as 
possible for all participants, the Ferry Beach Planning Committee urges everyone to be particularly aware of the 
following rules and recommendations. 
 
First, remember ÒIt takes a village to raise a child,Ó BUT the other villagers may not be awake, alert, and 
watching out for your child or sponsored youth at any given moment!  Please remember that you must keep 
track of your own children and youth, and any youth you are sponsoring, at all times, especially Òafter hours.Ó  
Of course, we hope you will also keep an eye on other kids of the ÒvillageÓ, too, for safetyÕs sake.   
 
Remember that everyone is responsible for clean-up throughout the weekend, including evenings in the dining 
hall and other public spaces, and at all times in the restrooms.  Parents, please be aware of your childrenÕs use of 
these areas and help them remember to clean up after themselves (trips to the bathroom in sandy wet beachwear 
can be a particular problem).  
 
Recall that there are quiet hours from 11:00pm-8:00am throughout the campus, including the campground and 
tennis courts.  After 11:00pm, no one under 18 is allowed on the beach.  Also, no one under the age of 18 is 
permitted on the beach at anytime without an adult present.  New this year, being in the water  is allowed only 
when a lifeguard is on duty (see registration form for more info).   
 
The Ferry Beach Park Association Rules prohibit drinking alcoholic beverages except in public areas like the 
porches.  Underage drinking (under 21) is strictly prohibited.  There is no drinking allowed on the beach, by 
anyone at any time.  The Loft, over the kitchen in Quillen, is also an alcohol-free area at all times for everyone, 
as is the Ziegler Room in Rowland. 
 
The Loft will again be available this year as a gathering place for older youth and young adults late at night. The 
Ziegler Room will also be available during the day, but quiet hours must be observed there at night.  There is no 
sleeping allowed in either of these spaces.  We hope that having places where older youth and young adults may 
gather even late at night will help to avoid the dangerous situation of minors on the beach at that time, and be 
conducive to the Ferry Beach friendships that young people have enjoyed over the years. It is up to parents and 
sponsors to determine if and when their youth are permitted in these spaces, and to monitor or supervise their 
use of these areas. 
 
In general, we suggest all families/sponsors make clear plans with their children and youth for knowing where 
each other are and what they are doing at all times. ItÕs just as important for youth/children to be able to find 
their adults as vice versa!! 
 
We remind everyone that our continued use of the Ferry Beach campus for our annual retreat depends on how 
we take care of the campus and follow the rules of the community.  We have a continuing lease with Ferry 
Beach for the Memorial Day Weekend, and no one wants the actions of a few to jeopardize that for all. 
 
And back to ÒIt Takes a VillageÓ:  Adults are reminded that they are being observed and emulated by younger 
adults and teens; and teens and young adults are always modeling for younger kids. Please be aware of this 
dynamic, and assume some responsibility for those around you in all situations.

Welcome to the Ferry Beach Community 
(Ferry Beach Park Association Rules)  
 
It is our goal to make your stay as safe, comfortable and rewarding as possible.  By coming to ÒThe BeachÓ you have 
entered into a relationship of commitment and responsibility to others who share that space and time with you.  The 
following policies are necessary for us to maintain a safe campus for the entire Ferry Beach community.  We ask for 
your cooperation in abiding by them. 

In case of  emer gency. 
The Executive Director lives at 5 Morris Ave. and can be reached at 207.423.2529. 

Or i entat i on.  It is your responsibility to see that your group knows about and respects our policies.  If you would 
like Ferry Beach to hold an orientation for your group, please arrange this with the Executive Director. 

Checkout.  Please arrange a time to checkout with the Executive Director on Sunday.  Cleaning requirements are 
listed on a separate sheet. 

Good Stewar dshi p.  We are all caretakers of this delicate and precious seashore area.  Please help us care for 
our environment by turning off lights when not in use, taking shorter showers and making sure all faucets are turned 
off, placing all recyclables in the designated collection containers, and placing all raw fruits and vegetables, egg shells, 
tea bags and coffee grounds into the composting bucket in the dining room.  Also, please stay off the sand dunes. 

Fi r e.  Open flames of any kind (including candles, incense, lighters, tobacco products, and even a chalice) are 
prohibited in all buildings on campus due to their age and dry conditions.  All dormitory buildings are equipped with 
fire alarms that notify the Saco Fire Department automatically.  You must leave the building immediately if you hear the 
alarm.  Also, use of fireworks on the grounds or beach is not allowed. 

Smoki ng.  Please smoke in designated areas only. You may smoke on Quillen porch, but please be conscious of 
others around you and smoke downwind.  You may not smoke in any buildings or on porches except Quillen.  We 
uphold the Maine State law that forbids the possession and/ or use of tobacco products by those under 18. 

Al cohol i c Bever ages.  Alcoholic Beverages may be served and consumed in public areas only, and only by 
those 21 and older.  We uphold the Maine State law that forbids alcoholic beverages on the beach. 

Contr ol l ed Substances.  We uphold federal and state laws forbidding the possession or use of illegal or 
controlled substances. 

Feet.  Local and State health ordinances prohibit bare feet in Quillen lobby and dining room.  Swimsuits should also 
be covered when in those areas. 

Wheel s.  Skateboarding, rollerblading, bicycling or any such activity is not allowed in any of our buildings or on 
our porches.  Please use the basketball court or paths throughout campus.  Also, please be very careful when crossing 
the streets:  All the roads are public and traffic along Route 9 moves very fast. 

Good Nei ghbor s.  Quiet time throughout the campus is from 11:00 pm to 8:00 am, which includes the 
basketball/ tennis courts. Soft voices in sleeping areas even before that time shows respect for otherÕs needs.      

Pets.  Pets are not allowed except for service animals.  We will gladly supply names of local kennels for those who 
wish to bring their animals with them. 

Beach Safety.  Please note that no one under the age of 18 is allowed on the on the beach at anytime without a 
lifeguard or adult present.  After 11:00 pm, no one is allowed in the water, and no one under 18 is allowed on the 
beach. 

Par ental  Responsi bi l i ty.  Parents are completely responsible for their children under 18.  An adult must 
plan to sleep in areas where youth are sleeping.

mat er ials and post ed in lodge) and addit ional r ules as post ed or  announced by adult  
leader ship; 

 f . signing up f or  and car r ying out  meal pr epar at ion and/ or  clean up dut ies, as st ipulat ed  
  f or  all r et r eat  par t icipant s over  age 12; 
 g. keeping par ent s or  sponsor s awar e of  wher e you will be at  all t imes.

 g.  sleeping in t he Ziegler  Room (lounging r oom in Rowland) or  t he Lof t  (in Quillen); 
 h.  being on t he beach at  anyt ime wit hout  an adult  pr esent ; 
 i.        being on t he beach at  all af t er  11:00 p.m., if  under  age 18; 

j .  being in t he wat er  at  all when no lif eguar d is pr esent  (new t his year ).  
 
3.  Damages incur r ed by yout h par t icipant s at  t he Ret r eat  will be t he r esponsibilit y of  t hose yout hs 

involved in t he damages and t heir  par ent s/ sponsor ing f amily. 
 
4.  Violat ions of  t his saf et y code will r esult  in sanct ions as det er mined by t he adult  leader ship and 

may include expulsion f r om t he Ret r eat , in which case t he par ent s/ guar dians of  sponsor ed 
yout h(s) will be r equir ed t o pick up t heir  chi ldr en at  Fer r y Beach or  make ar r angement s wit h t he 
sponsor (s) f or  t heir  depar t ur e.

Please note also that lifeguards cannot serve as babysitters.  Parents/sponsors are st ill responsible for 
their children/sponsored youth on the beach and in the water, as everywhere on campus, at all t imes.

Task Sign-Ups for Ferry Beach
